As we said in our most recent email, we have been plannmg on a trip
back to the States around the end of this year. Our reasons for this
are that we will likely be transitioning to a stateside ministry for the
next several years. We have seen that it would likely be very beneficial
to our children to finish out their high school years in the States and
have a little more stability as they transition into adulthood. We have
not given a lot of details about what our new ministry role will entail,
simply because so much is still up in the air.

We were temporarily serving at our missionary guesthouse in Dakar
before our return stateside. While there, we were able to talk to our
leadership team and others about our future and our current situa-
tion. After they considered several issues that we are working
through on a family level, they went ahead and asked that we return
to the States sooner, rather than later. We were in full agreement with
this requirement.

We purchased tickets soon thereafter and were able to return to Texas
two weeks ago. We have been able to get settled in here and are all
doing well. We have already been able to make a lot of progress in
some of the areas that have been affecting us.

As we said before, so much is still in the air for us now. We do not,
currently, have a clear view of what our future holds, and are looking
to God for direction. We ask for your continued prayer for our family
as we navigate these uncertain times.

We hope to have a clearer idea of future ministry possibilities by the
end of the year. Our plan is to inform you, our financial supporters, as
soon as we have a plan and path forward. We are in communication
both with our mission leadership, church leadership, and other trust-
ed counsel in this whole matter. We know that God is faithful and will
show us the right course.
